Assembly Instructions

Before you start

Warnings
> Please retain these instructions for future reference.

> Keep fittings out of children’s reach and keep
children well away from the assembly area.

> Ensure that this product is only used on firm, level
ground.

> Periodically check all fittings and re-tighten as
necessary.

> Do not sit or stand on your furniture.

> Avoid exposing the furniture to excessive heat or
direct sunlight, as this can cause deterioration of the
colour.

>Wood will mellow and change colour over time,
ornaments and items placed on the surface should be

moved regularly for the first few months to prevent
uneven mellowing.

Number of people required to assemble
2 persons are required to assemble this item.

Time to assemble
Approximately 15 minutes required to assemble this item.

Tools required

Do

> Spend a short time reading through this leaflet
before you start.

> Make sure that you have the right tools and plenty of space.

> Unwrap all parts and place components on a clean
surface to protect them from damage.

> The packaging should be used to protect the product
during assembly.

> Carefully check that you have all parts before
beginning assembly.

> The furniture should be assembled in the room that
itisintended to be used in.

> Ensure the product is fully assembled as shown, and
that all fixings are fully tightened before use.

> Wipe occasionally with a soft cloth slightly
dampened with water, then buff with a dry clean soft
cloth.

Don't

> Do not drag or pull your furniture.

> Do not use silicone based furniture polish. Silicone
in furniture polishes can break down the finish.

> Never allow any kind of liquid to remain on your furniture.

> Absorption can cause wood to warp or finishes to
de-laminate.

> Do not place hot items (e.g. hot drinks) directly on to
the wood surface. Please make sure you use a
placemat or coaster.

Care Guide

e As a natural material, wood will continue to move and be affected by its surroundings.

e Changesin humidity and temperature can lead to warping and /or cracks in the wood .Therefore, it is advisable
not to place your furniture against a direct heat source or air conditioning unit.

e Over time, with changes in the atmosphere and light, the wood will mellow.

e To ensure an even tone we recommend that it is not left in direct sunlight and any objects placed on the furniture
should be regularly moved around to help avoid colour differences.

e If you have chosen an extending dining table, it may be beneficial to leave your table extended
for a period to allow the extension leaf to mellow with the rest of the tabletop.

e Your furniture has been finished with an NC Lacquer.

General care

e Assemble the product in the room intended for use.

e Always lift your furniture to move it, never drag or push it as this can cause damage.
e Regularly check all fixings and tighten if necessary.

e Wipe with a soft, slightly damp, lint free cloth. Buff with a dry, clean cloth.

e Wipe up spillsimmediately, never leave liquids sitting on the surface as this can damage the finish.
e Always use mats and coasters to protect the surface when in use.

e Never place hot items directly onto the surface.
e Do not use silicon-based furniture polish as the silicon can affect the finish.

e The safest cleaner for a mirror is clean, warm water applied with a soft cloth. Be careful not to allow the edges
of the mirror to remain wet over a period of time.

e This mirror consists of a safety film backing; do not use any acidic or alkali cleaners. They can attack the surface
and edges as well as the backing of the mirror. Never use an abrasive cleaner on any mirror surface. Do not use
cleaners with heavy ammonia bases. These too can damage the mirror edges and backing, and will result in a
ruined mirror.

e Never spray any cleaner directly on to a mirror. Instead, apply the cleaner to a soft cloth and then wipe the mirror

surface. Take care around the edges of the mirror where the cleaning product could attack the mirror backing.

Always use soft, lint-free cloths when cleaning a mirror to reduce chances of scratching the surface.

Never place hot or cold items against, on or in close proximity to glass surfaces.

Do not strike the glass with hard or pointed items. Never use glass surfaces as a chopping board.

Do not sit or stand on any glass surface.

In the event of this mirror suffering any damage, please contact your retailer who will be able to provide a detailed

specification, drawing or template for replacement. Any replacement must be of the same size, type and

specification.
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
